Judge  Seals  wanted  to explain  his form  4 0rder  more  thoroughly  for  the  above-referenced  matter;

therefore,  please  read  the  following:

I understand  that  in South  Carolina  there  is no specific  cause  of  action  for  spoliation;  however,  there

is a jury  charge  for  spoliation  whereby  the  jury  can draw  adverse  inferences  against  the  Defendant.

This  is what  we would  normally  do. This case is distinguished  by the  fact  that  there  is a Circuit  Court

Order  that  orders  the  Defendant  specifically  to preserve  the  crucial  evidence  of  the  right-hand

handrail  that  broke.  The Defendant,  or a third  party  under  his control,  disposed  of  the  crucial

evidence.
