NOW COMES Respondent/Appellant City of Charleston, by and through its undersigned
counsel, expressly joined by and with the consent of Respondent/Appellant National Trust for
Historic Preservation in the United States (collectively, “Respondents/Appellants™), pursuant to
Rule 263(b), SCACR,' and moves for an extension of fifteen (15) days’ additional time for
Respondents/Appellants to petition for rehearing of this matter, which the Court decided via
opinion filed February 1, 2023.
