Dear Ms. Howard:

Please accept this letter as an update on the indigency screening of Dr. Faltas regarding her
appeals pending before the Court. An Affidavit of Indigency form to was sent to Dr. Faltas on
April 25, 2023. She was asked to complete and return the affidavit form to our office no later than
May 17, 2023.

On May 15, 2023, in a telephone conversation, Dr. Faltas expressed concerns about the
“lien” language in the affidavit form and she stated that she would “not submit the affidavit with
that lien condition.” The affidavit was not received by May 17, 2023. Another letter was submitted
to Dr. Faltas on June 14, 2023, asking her to complete and return the affidavit form so that we may
determine her indigency status. As of the date of this letter, the affidavit of indigency form has
not been received from Dr. Faltas.

Dr. Faltas has informed our office numerous times that she does not wish for the Division
of Appellate Defense to represent her and that she has no intention of signing and returning the
form. Attached hereto are copies of emails received from Dr. Faltas on June 16, 2023, June 18,
2023 and June 20, 2023.

Since Dr. Faltas has failed to complete and return the affidavit of indigency form, we are
unable to determine if she is indigent or not. We therefore consider this matter closed.
