Under (F.S. Royster Guano
Co. V. Virginia 253 U.S. 412, 415 {1920)) Similarly circumstanced to be treated alike by ......
entities the state of Minnesota has an individual run newsletter named “The Legal Pad”, the state

of Texas has a newsletter named “Texas Tea", the state of Florida has a newsletter named “Duck
Soup”. All based on bringing information to the individuals that question the practices of the
involuntary civil commitment scheme, and the alternative views of learned scholars on the bases
and information of involuntary civil commitments. Lastly under (Pesci v. Budz & the Geo Group
Inc. 730 F. 3d 1291, (11" Cir.

Al}) ... is designed for the control, care, and treatment of
individuals with violent sex crimes. Be they are amendable to treatment or not. In.{Re.
Luckabauge, Supra.)) As the act has an alternative to protect the public from those individuals
that suffer from a “mental abnormality that predisposes them to continued sexuat violence”

(paraphrasing by author of Appeal). It is the plaintiff belief this could constitute perjury on the
side of the expert witness affidavits aind therefore exclude that expert witness testimony from the
summary judgement and any subsequent trial. Also, under (Kumho Tire Co. v. Carmicheal 143

Under the Turner Test and (lllinois v. Gates 462 U.8. 213 {1989)) sufficient information must
be presented to allow probable cause and action. Can not be mere ratification of bare
conclusions of others. See also {Doe v. Nebraska 898 F. Supp. 2d 1086, 1111 (D. Neb. 2012))
communication has nothing what so ever to do with “sexual crimes” or “nefarious actions”. Also,
under (New York Times v. Sullivan 376 U.S. 254 (1964)} even false staterents about an official
were entitled to protection under the 1. Amendment... unless actual malice could be

demonstrated.

Under 2™ Turner Test see (Exhibit ~ D)) the plaintiff's belief the facility layout is set up to
strangle interpersonal interaction. Movement inside the compound is by one unit only then yard
MUST CLEAR before next unit is released. Plaintiff is housed in a forty (40) man unit out of two
hundred (200), (+ / -). There is separation in recreational tin}es on the “large rec. field", “indoor
rec. gym” (See Exhibit — D). Lastly as shown in (exhibit — E) pla%ntiff belief by asking for
“alternative avenues’ to sharing information all came to no avail from staff members. Lastly in
(exhibit — E) plaintiff has submitted numerous articles to be ipublished in the "facility newsletter"
and all have been rejected in the plaintiff's belief because of the legal and non-confirmative
nature of the information provided in those articles in spite of the peer reviewed procedures

followed and the providing of case law.

Under 3™ Turner Test as can be seen in (exhibit — G) most%if not all information provided in
facility newsletter is provided by individuals. This in the plairﬁtiﬁ’s belief can be assumed to be a
sharing of personal items as drawings, poems, etc. are done by the individuals then submitted
and is there fore in plaintiff beliefs this runs afoul of the WEl‘iLPATH policy and procedure. Further
the newsletter is. then itself provided to residents by residenfs on the units. Further under the
(Caldwell v. Miller 790 F. 2d 589.609 ~ 610 (7 Cir. 1986)) an agency must conform its actions

Under_ 4t Turper Test in (Miller v. California 413 U.S. 15 (1973)) courts have held that when
statues regulate... material the law must be specifically designed to describe regulated speech.
This in the plaintiff's belief runs afoul of the statemenl(s) made by Dr. Dube and Mr. Lawrenze

“there is no readily apparent or available alternative to outright preventing residents from having
or sharing documents. See under (Turner Test 37.) available -alternative.

Under (Pesci v. Budz and CORRECT CARE 2015 U.ﬂ)iét. Lexis 376922015 {25, March
2015)) .... There was no reason to place.... In wing restriction prior to his hearing because....




Was not a physical threat to himself or others? Further under (State v. Henderson 271 G.A.
264, 267 (1999)) and (Youngberg v. Romeo 457 U. S. 307, 321 ~ 322 (1982)) civilly commitied
persons “can not be punished at all” (Id. @ 315 — 316). It is the plaintiff belief prisoner cases

such Turner v. Safely and Thornburg v. Abbot have no true application to involuntary Civil
Commitment facilities.

As can be seen in {exhibit — F} 28 U.S. § 1442 (a) and 1 U.S.C.S. §1 the word person in federal
Statue corporations and companies, etc. are considered a “person” as filling an office. Also,
under {Harris v. Schriro 652 f. Supp. 2d 1024, 1034 (D. Arizona 2009}} superior liable for
subordinates, it is the plaintiff's belief that the signature of the administration on memo(s) make

them liable for the action(s) that those memo(s) cause later by the inacting of those memo(s) by
subordinates.

Under (Wright v. Newsome 795 F. 2d 964, 968 (11% cir. 1986}) courts within the 11t circuit
have held that [s]uing.... Is a form of petitioning the government for a redress of grievance thus

protected by the 15L. Amendment?

Under (Burke v. Haynes 2:09-CV-635-FtM-29-SPC 2012 Lexis 134468 (M.D. Fla. 20 Sept.
2012)) to determine whether an action is punitive the courts must evaluate whether the action

caused an “atypical significant deprivation”. It is the plaintiff's belief that being placed on wing
restriction and in lock up when plaintiff did not demonstrate a physical threat to himself or to
others, restricting plaintiffs’ movements on the compound meets this requirement.

Under (Wolf v. McDonnell 418 U.S. 539, 556, 94 S. Gt. 2963 (1974)) a .... Is entitied to three (3)
minimal precaudal protections (Id @ 564 — §66). 1) advanced written notice of charges against
him. Further {Rogers v. State 783 SO 2d 980 (Fal. 2001)) and (State v. Henderson 271 G.A.
264, 267 (1999)) search of cell for purposes of gathering evidence instead of legitimate

penological objective.




As seen in {exhibit — H) (highlighted subsection — D) it is to be ruled by the judge not to have
internet access. Under (Doe v. Jindal 853 F. Supp. 2d 5§96 (M.D. La. 2012)) courts and Federal
Appellant circuits agree that sweeping internet restrictions and total bans from the internet trigger
Constitutional Protections. Further under {United States v. Albertson 645 F. 3d 191, 198 (3. Cir.
2011)) ban on the internet use to broad unless individual has used the internet as an instrument
of harm, Under (People v. Morger 2019 . 123643 Ne. 3d {21, Nov.
2019)) without any specific nexus between criminal offense and the internet Sheer general *High
Risk’ cannot Constitutionally be used as a basis for internet restrictions much less total ban.
Lastly in (United States v. Becerra 977 F. 3d 373 (5t Cir. 2020)) that access to computers and
the internet are essential to being able to function in society. .. See {Exhibit — H) were plaintiff has
requested with no definite answer from administration of a computer literacy class to help those
that are leaving a TREATMENT FACILITY to re-integrate back into society and have the help to
be productive citizens in society.

In regards to movies in original complaint plaintiff showed a connection between the American
Movie Rating System and that used by Local and National / International television stations (l.e. :
American Movie Rating :General (G), Parental Guidance (PG), Restricted (R), or X — rated, also
National / International television ratings : General (G), Strong Violence (SV), Nudity (N), Sexual
Content (SC), Mature (M), As the ratings of the television system DO NOT seem to be an issue
as can and do watch television show rated (G, SV, M, N,) on a daily basis. Lastly it is the plaintifis
understanding that there has been no empirical evidence to show a connection between watching
certain movies, television shows and later violence (sexual or otherwise). Citing (Tanya Kessler
Legal Commentator) also (Doe v. Nebraska 898 F. Supp. 2d 10886, 111 {(D. Neb 2012)0
communication has nothing what so ever to do with ‘Sexual Crimes’ or other nefarious activities.
As alluded to in Dr. Dube's affidavit (2043 Am. Complaint (ECF No. 1 — 1) #24 Subsection (b).
Further under the (Daywitt Et. Al. v Harpstead Et, Al discovery procedures have shown that
defendants know of no evidence that at any level of emotional or metal disturbance, sexual or
otherwise would be aggravated by internet access. Nor any danger within the confinement facility.
It is the plaintiff's belief this is nothing more than a small step to the movie situation named in this

segment,

To the point of Tablets, Computers, Electronic Devices. The SOUTH CAROLINA Department of
Corrections and a number of other prison systems throughout the country (Texas, North Dakota,
California, Etc.) allow the use of tablets, computer systems with a faux or Intranet system in
place for the individuals to send and receive emails, instant messages, etc. This being in a more
restrictive setting designed for punishment of the individuals involved. Further in the (HIG LABS,
INC. v. LINKEDIN CORPORATION, UNITED STATES DISTRICT COURT NORTHERN
DISTRICT OF CALIFORNIA273 F. Supp. 3d 1099; 2017 U.S. Dist. LEXIS 129088 Case No. 17-



cv-03301-EMC August 14, 2017)) citing (Packingham v. North Carolina, 137 S. Ct. 1730, 198 L.
Ed. 2d 273 (2017)), the Court struck down a North Carolina law making it a felony for a registered
sex offender to access soctal media {273 F. Supp. 3d 1112} websites like Facebook and Twitter.
The Court explained that at present, social media sites are for many people "the principal sources
for knowing current events, checking ads for employment, speaking and listening in the modern
public square, and otherwise exploring the vast realms of human thought and knowledge."{2017
U.S. Dist. LEXIS 24} Id. at 1737. The Court's analogy of the Internet in general, and social
networking sites in particular, to the "modern public square,” id., embraces the social norm that
assumes the openness and accessibility of that forum to all comers. Further citing {(Cf. Ampex
Corp. v. Cargle, 128 Cal. App. 4th 1569, 1576, 27 Cal. Rptr. 3d 863 (2005)) ("Web sites that are
accessible free of charge to any member of the public where members of the public may read the
views and information posted, and post their own opinioris, meet the definition of a public forum
for purposes of section 425.16 [the California anti-SLAPP statute)."). Further under the (Daywitt
Et. Al. v Harpstead Et. Al. discovery procedures have shown that defendants know of no
evidence that at any level of emotional or metal disturbance, sexual or otherwise would be

aggravated by internet access. Nor any danger within the confinement facility.

To the point of 800 numbers as showing (Exhibit — 1) plaintiffs’ belief once again an over reaching
-exclusion with no proof of deviant behavior. As all number(s) used by plaintiff MUST be approved
by the staff of the SOUTH CAROLINA Sexual Violate Predator Treatment Program Hence forth
S.C.S.V.P.T.P.) as plaintiff cannot pick up the phone and dial any number of his choice.

To the point of lost personal items (televisions, jobs, activities) as stated in Dr Dube’s sworn
affidavit “residents are allowed privileges as deemed by their behaviors and they're by their Care
Levels”.

As gatekeeper for the
expert evidence presented to the jury, the judge must do a preliminary assessment of whether the
reasoning or methodology underlying the testimony is scientifically valid... can be applied to the
facts in issue. It is proper and necessary for the trial judge to focus on the reliability of a proffered
expert's sources and methods. Under Daubert, the district judge asked to admit scientific



evidence must determine whether the evidence is genuinely scientific, as distinct from being
unscientific speculation offered by a genuine scientist.

Lastly in regards to monetary value the plaintiff is not asking for monetary value from the cases
instead the plaintiff asked for injunction relief from the harm caused by the named / un-named
defendants also a hand-written letter on con{pany letterhead stating the defendants violated the
plaintiff's rights (constitutional and statutory) and this behavior will not be done or allowed to
continue to happen at any future date.

Prug store was person within meaning of 18 USCS 2118(b) since 1 USCS 1 provides that person
includes corporations, companies, associations, firms, partnerships, societies, joint stock
companies as well as individuals, and legislative history of 2118 reflects that person is intended to
include enterprises which dispense controlled substances. United States v. Martin, 866 F.2d 972,
27 Fed. R. Evid. Serv. (CBC) 618 (8th Cir. 1989).

While 1 USCS 1 defined person to include corporations, there was difference between
person and personal; as petitioner Federal Communications Commission correctly
argued, Freedom of Information Act Exemption 7(C)s protection against disclosure of law
enforcement information on ground that it would constitute unwarranted invasion of
personal privacy, under 5 USCS 552{h){7){C}, did not extend to respondent corporation, as
personal ordinarily referred to individuals, and dictionaries also suggested that personal
did not ordinarily relate to artificial persons. FCC v. AT&T Inc., 562 U.S. 397, 131 8. Ct.
1177,179 L. Ed. 2d 132, 22 Fla. L. Weekly Fed. S 825, 39 Media L. Rep. (BNA) 1368 (2011).

Production of staff training materials, policies, and procedures as requested by the
Plaintiff would pose a security risk within the facility. Residents of the SVPTP are
housed at the maximum security prison pursuant to the terms of the SVP Act
which resulted in an Interagency Agreement between SCDMH and SCDC.
Because SVPTP residents are housed in a maximum security setting, and due to
the fact that the General Assembly determined residents of the SVPTP are
dangerous, the residents of the SVPTP are subject to various living restrictions,
which are necessary to maintain order and safety within the facility. Production of
staff policies, procedures, and training materials (especially of security personnel
and unit managers) would compromise security by providing residents with a
window into how the facility is managed and run, how security threats are
responded to, what countermeasures exist, and et cetera. Production of such
training materials, policies, and procedures may increase the likelihood of
violence within the facility, including the risk of riots and insurrection, as such
documents could give residents the framework to violate facility rules.

Affidavit of Ron Lawrenz at §10. As to therapeutic concerns the Affidavit explains that

Production of staff training materials, policies, and procedures as requested by the
Plaintiff would also pose therapeutic concerns within the program. As mentioned
above, residents of the SVPTP are provided with psychiatric and psychological
treatment with the goal that residents can be discharged to lead a productive and
meaningful lives within their communities when they are determined to be safe to
be at large and not likely to sexually re-offend. These therapeutic goals for the
Plaintiff and for other residents within the program could be compromised by
production of the materials sought by the Plaintiff. Residents at this facility have
in the past taken treatment documents and used them in counter-therapeutic ways,
such as engaging in fantasy behavior and sexually acting out. Allowing staff
policies, procedures, and training materials (especially of clinician personnel)
compromises treatment because residents use such materials to focus on events
that do not concern them, rather than focusing on treatment. This distraction
allows residents to fixate on and amplify discrete and indiscriminate events to the
detriment of treatment goals. Thus, the circulation of staff policies, procedures,
and training materials is disruptive, dangerous, and a distraction to the treatment
each resident is receiving.

Affidavit of Ron Lawrenz at §11. Because of the security risks and therapeutic concerns thus
posed by the materials sought by the Plaintiff, and because these materials are not relevant to
Plaintiff’s claims, Defendants respectfully request that Plaintiff’s Motion to Compel be denied.

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5' 'i’he operation of the SC SVPTP was transferred via a management contract to Wellpath,
which provides licensed medical staff, nursing services, sex offender treatment services, and
access to physicians. Though private actors, the Wellpath employees are entitled to qualified
immunity for the reasons set forth below.

The purpose of qualified immunity is to “protect [the] government’s ability to perform its
traditional functions.” Filarksy, 132 S. Ct. at 1665 (quoting Wyatt v. Cole, 504 U.S. 158, 167
(1992)). Qualified immunity does this by preventing “unwarranted timidity” of private actors in
performance of public duties, avoiding top candidates from automatically precluding public
service for fear of liability, and preventing government distractions that arise from having to
defend against a lawsuit. Jd. (citing Richardson, 521 at 409-11). The biggest or “most
important” concern of government immunity is the avoidance of “unwarranted timidity.”
Richardson, 521 U.S. at 1665. Individuals who serve the government are required to act
decisively and swiftly for the public good and it is essential for part-time government employees
to have this discretion also. Filarsky, 132 S.Ct. at 1656. Employees working at a facility
operating under the SVP Act must have discretion and ability to act decisively to do what is best

for each prisoner and the entire prison population without fear that their professional judgment

Furthermore, qualified immunity is warranted because the SCDMH operates this facility
pursuant to state statute. See S.C. Code Ann. § 44-48-20 (“Because the existing civil
commitment process is inadequate to address the special needs of sexually violent predators and
the risks that they present to society . . . and because of the nature of the mental conditions from
which sexually violent predators suffer and the dangers they present, it is necessary to house

involuntarily-connuitled sexually violeul predaturs in secue facilities separate from persons

Big News and Fake News

Fake news ; Residency notifications and employment restrictions protect the puhlic.

Big News : Residence, employment restrictions actually increase offenders risk by undermining stability
and being able to obtain work, housing, transit and family support (2016 U.S. Department of Justice Brief)

Fake news : Only facts are used in commitment trials.

Big News : In spite of a constitutional protections the thoughts, statements, and beliefs have been used
against offenders in trials, and evaluations (Wisconsin V. Mitchell 508 U.S. 476, 485-486 Wis. 1993)

Fake news : Primary goal of intense offender treatment is therapeutic recovery.

Big News : Settings for confinement programs are often correctional in nature were facilities, personnel
and practices have a primary goal of community safety and security rather than the wellbeing of those
housed there. (Weinberger and Sreenivason 1994 Journal of American Academy of Psychiatric and Law
31 471 — 485).

Fake news : Assessing systems are true, factual and reliable.

Big News : Research showing violence predictions error rates ranging from 45% - 94%. (Thomas
Campbell Assessing Sex Offenders Problems and Pitfalls 84 — 97 2000).

Fake news : Assessing systems can predict sex offender dangerousness and separate “ordinary”
criminals from others.

Big News ; Recidivism rates by criminals in “ordinary” cases are higher than 50% to separate them would
require recidivism predictions approaching 100% the tools currently being used do not meet these
standards.

Fake news : Involuntary civil commitment for long term control, care and treatment reduces sexual
recidivism.

Big News : The available evidence does not show this. [n fact the trend is in the other direction. (Florida's
released s.v.p's are not high risk {George Deluce and Amanda Rice Open Access Journal of Forensic
Psychology 22, 51 Fourteen year study)

Fake news : Sex offense have declined after enactment of the involuntary civil commitment.

Big News ; Sexual abuse is up 17% from this time last year {(ABC News report 14, July 2021)
Fake news : All victims of serious crimes (rape, murder of love ones) support legal sentencing practices.

Big News : Survivors widely support reducing incarceration and to invest in prevention and rehabilitation
{2016 survey by the Alliance of Safety and Justice).

The imposition of “unpleasant physical consequences” constitute punishment if
there is community condemnation of [the] antisocial conduct (id) S.V.P.

With respect to retribution locking up S.V.P.s indefitianaly would certainly be an
“expression of societies moral outrage at a particular offensive conduct” (Gregg V.
Georgia 428 U.S. 153, 183 (1976)

5.V.P. statues have an alternative purpose of treatment of offenders and
protection of society. The Courts have stated that treatment is not required in Civil
Commitments as state has interest in protecting society from individuals with
treatable as well untreatable conditions. (Hendrix 521 U.S. @ 366)

Courts has said statue would be criminal is sufficiently punitive in “either in
purpose or effect (Seling 531 U.S. @269)).

In United States V. Melendez- Carrion 2™ Circuit Court of Appeals determined a
statue permitting preventable detention constituted punishment because
detention was not limited and could last up to one year and could not be
charterized as mild (790 F. 2d 984,999 (2™ Cir. 1986))

G.P.S. Monitoring and Registration following a 2005 Wisconsin Act 431 virtually all

While governments have substantial interest in protecting society thissintrest does
not make preventive detention any less punitive. One of the reasons society
imprisons those convicted of crimes is to keep them from inflicting further harm
but that does not make imprisonment any the less punishment ( United States V.

Social polices like the prevention of harm and the punishing of offensive conduct
support the results but the means by which these goals are met blur the lines
between mental health laws and the criminal justice system. If a competent
individual commits a'sex crime the state uses its primary police power to confine
the individual through the Justice System. This Primary police power may only be
invoked if the individual has the capacity to be held morally responsible for his or
her actions. (shcopp, supra) If a person cannot be held morally responsible for his
or her conduct the state may civilly commit the individual using its secondary
police power as alternatives to the criminal justice system. (id). By first
punishing an offender, then committing him or her theses powers are not being
used alternatively; they are being used consecutively. This use is insupportable
because the justification for the secondary police power commitment is
necessarily absent when an individual has already been adjudicated for the
conduct in the criminal justice system.

(A) As used in this section:

(1) Interactive computer service means an information service, syétem, or access software provider
that offers users the capability of generating, acquiring, storing, transforming, processing, retrieving,
utilizing, or making available information via an Internet access provider, including a service or system that
provides or enables computer access by multiple users to a computer server, including specifically a service
or system that provides access to the Internet and such systems operated or services offered by libraries
or educational institutions.

(2) Internet access provider means a business, organization, or other entity providing directly to
consumers a computer and communications facility through which a person may obtain access to the
Internet. An Internet access provider does not include a business, organization, or other entity that provides
only telecommunications services, cable services, or video services, or any system operated or services
offered by a library or educational institution.

(3} Internet identifier means an electronic mail address, user name, screen name, or similar identifier
used for the purpose of Internet forum discussions, Internet chat room discussions, instant messaging,
social networking, or similar Internet communication.

(D) If a person commits a sexual offense in which the victim is under the age of eighteen at the time of
the offense or the person reasonably believes is under the age of eighteen at the time of the offense, and
the offender is required to register with the sex offender registry for the offense, then, upon conviction,
adjudication of delinquency, guilty plea, or plea of nolo contendere, the judge must order as a condition of
probation or parole that the person is prohibited from using the Internet to access social networking
websites, communicate with other persons or groups for the purpose of promoting sexual relations
with persons under the age of eighteen, and communicate with a person under the age of eighteen
when the person is over the age of eighteen. The judge may permit a person to use the Internet to
communicate with a person under the age of eighteen when such a person is the parent or guardian of a
child under the age of eighteen, or the grandparent of a grandchild under the age of eighteen, and the
person is not otherwise prohibited from communicating with the child or grandchild.
