I am writing to inform you that Redd Green Investments, LLC, A. Bruce Green and L. Cliff 
Redd (“Petitioners”) and Stephen Wilkinson as Trustee of George B. Buchanan, Jr 
Irrevocable Family Trust dated the 15th of July, 2001 (“Respondent”) in the above-
captioned matter on certiorari before the Court have reached a settlement and resolution 
between the Petitioners and Respondent.  Pursuant to S.C. Code Ann. § 15-51-41, the 
parties will proceed to complete the settlement by satisfying the judgments to Redd and 
Green thereby ending all matters between the parties cited herein. 

Because of the settlement, Petitioners and Respondent notify this Court that the writ of 
certiorari is withdrawn and the parties request that the oral argument scheduled for this 
matter on January 10, 2024, be cancelled.   

The motion to join the appeal filed by a non-party, who did not appeal or join in the 
certiorari should be denied as moot (and on the merits) as the Court lacks jurisdiction 
over that non-appealing party because the Probate Court is the sole Court jurisdiction 
over the ongoing collection action.
