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Court.  On December 21, 2023, counsel filed the petition for writ of certiorari to the Court of 


Appeals in James Carrier v. The State with the Supreme Court.  On December 20, 2023, counsel 


filed the petition for writ of certiorari, petition for writ of certiorari pursuant to Austin v. State, 


and accompanying appendix in Tara Weber v. The State with the Supreme Court.  On December 


11, 2023, counsel filed the petition for writ of certiorari and accompanying appendix in Jacory 


Foster v. The State with the Supreme Court.  On December 6, 2023, counsel had an oral 


argument in Rodney Bryan v. The State before the Court of Appeals.   


3. This request is made in good faith, and not for purposes of delay.  Counsel intends 


to continue to work on the cases with more than three extensions first so that the caseload will 


hopefully become more manageable in the near future, and less extensions will need to be 


requested.
