Lawyer, is a sexually violent predator as that term is defined in S. C. Code Ann. Section

44-48-30.

NOW, THEREFORE, I'T IS ORDERED THAT:

(a) Respondent, Michael Terrance Lawyer, is committed to the South Carolina
Department of Mental Health for his long-term control, carc and trcatment;

(b) Respondent, Michacl Terrance Lawyer, is (o continue to be detained at the Clarendon
County Detention Center, and then transported to the sccure facility of the Department of
Mental Health. The Detention Center or the Sherifl’s Department is to transport
Respondent on such scheduled date as is coordinated with the Department ot Mental

Health.
