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As allowed by Rules 221 and 219 of the S. C. Appellate Court Rules, appellant petitions for rehearing 

of Opinion No.: 2025-UP-153 on the points, detailed in the supporting memorandum in support of 

Petition for Rehearing, that Opinion 2025-UP-153 misapprehended or overlooked by the Court in its 

April 30, 2025, Opinion.  As set forth in Argument 1 of the supporting memorandum, Appellant 

moves for rehearing en banc under Rule 219, South Carolina Appellate Court Rules because the Court 

of Appeals’ panel decision fails to adhere to controlling precedent and therefore creates a lack of 

uniformity on the important legal issue of defamation.   
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
