PETITIONERS’ FIRST MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME  
TO FILE PETITIONERS’ REPLY BRIEF 

 
 

Pursuant to 240(a), SCACR, Petitioners Mary Black Health System, LLC, d/b/a Mary 

Black Memorial Hospital; CHSPSC, LLC; and Professional Account Services, Inc. (collectively, 

“Petitioners”) respectfully request an extension of time of ten (10) days within which to file the 

Petitioners’ Reply Brief.   

In this appeal, the Court issued its order granting certiorari on June 25, 2025.  The

For these reasons, Petitioners respectfully contend that good cause exists for an extension 

of time to file the Petitioners’ Reply Brief.  

WHEREFORE, Petitioners respectfully request the Court issue an order granting an 

extension of ten (10) days to file the Petitioners’ Reply Brief up to and including Thursday, 

September 25, 2025.
