On December 1, 2025, this matter came before the Beaufort County Master in F“J
Equity to consider certain Motions recently filed by Third Party Defendant Geraldine ;

White, (“Third-Party Defendant G. White"). The Court heard arguments from Third-Party
Defendant G. White, appearing in this action pro se, and from attorney Patrick W. Carr,
appearing on behalf of Defendant / Third-Party Plaintiff Martin Govan, (“Third-Party
Plaintiff Govan”). Also in attendance via Webex was attorney Kara Grevey, appearing on
behalf of John R.C. Bowen, who is nota party to this action but has appeared as counsel
for Plaintiff Benny Hudson Seafood Corp. in another civil action (2018CP0700793) which

has not been transferred or referred to the Beaufort County Master in Equity under Rule





At the request of Third-Party Defendant G. White, the Court heard several
“Consolidated Motions” filed by Ms. White in which she sought the following relief:

1. To reopen case 2018CP0700793 and vacate the judgment filed on August

22nd 2018, in that action;

2 To reimburse Third-Party Defendant White $15,665.73 in funds previously
collected in partial satisfaction of the judgment obtained against Third-Party
Defendant White in case no: 2018CP0700793; and

3. To dismiss all claims filed against Third-Party Defendant G. White in the
present action before the undersigned filed by Defendant | Third-Party Plaintiff
Govan in case no: 2018CP0700804.

For the reasons outlined, the Court DENIES all motions presented by Third-Party
Defendant White.

Most of the relief sought by the Third-Party Defendant G. White relates to the
judgment issued in case Nno: 2018CP0700793. The Order of Reference referring case
no: 2018CP0700804 to the undersigned Beaufort County Master in Equity is only for case
no: 2018CP0700804. This Court does not have jurisdiction over case no:
2018CP0700793 and has no authority to grant the relief requested by Third-Party
Defendant G. White in that matter. “Stated somewhat differently, ‘subject matter
jurisdiction is the power of the court to hear and determine cases of the general class to

which the proceedings in question belong.” First Citizen Bank and Trust Company, Inc.

v. Taylor, 431 S.C. 149, 162, 431 S.E.2d 249, 256 (Ct. App. 2020). “A master's authority
to determine issues referred to him by the circuit court is a question of subject matter

jurisdiction....” Id. «pursuant to Rule 53, SCRCP, a master has no power or authority
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except that which is given to him by the order of reference.” Id. at 163, 842 S.E.2d at 256.
“When a case is referred to a master, Rule 53(c)[, SCRCP] gives the master the power
to conduct hearings in the same manner as the circuit court, unless the order of reference
specifies or limits his powers.” 1d.

This matter, 2018CP0700804 and only this matter, was referred to the undersigned
by Order of Reference signed by the Honorable Marvin H. Dukes, lll and filed on
September 12, 2025.1 The Order of Reference specifically states, “[t]he Court finds
transferring this case [2018CP0700804]to be appropriate in light of the fact that (1) the
only remaining issues in this case relate to the third party case filed by Defendant against
Craig White and Geraldine White for reimbursement of monies paid to Plaintiff by
Defendant by virtue of a settlement in the underlying case [2018CP0700793]; (2) the
White Defendants are in default in both this third party action and a separate lawsuit
[2018CP0700793] filed by Plaintiff against the White Defendants concerning the same
facts and allegations of liability, and therefore those allegations of liability are conclusively
established; and (3) no timely demand for a jury trial was made in this third party action.”
This Court’s lack of jurisdiction in relation to case no: »018CP0700793 was explained to
Third-Party Defendant G. White multiple times during the hearing. The Court further
explained that any relief requested within her motions relating to case no.
2018CP0700793 would be denied as improperly raised in case no. 2018CP0700804.

As to case no: 2018CP0700804, Third-Party Defendant G. White requested that
all claims against her filed by Third-Party Plaintiff Govan be dismissed. The Court finds

that Third-Party Defendant G. White has stated no proper basis for dismissal of the Third-
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Party Plaintiff's complaint. The Order of the Honorable Marvin H. Dukes, Il filed on

September 25, 2025, states that Geraldine White is in default? regarding all Third Party

claims presented against her by Martin Govan in case no: 2018CP0700804.

This matter came before me on August 21, 2018 pursuant to the authority granted to me
to hold damages hearings and to hear and decide motions in civil jury matters by Order of The
Supreme Court of South Carolina dated December 20, 2017. Present at the hearing were John
R.C. Bowen, Esquire, the attorney for the plaintiff, and Mrs. Barbara Hudson, President of the
plaintiff corporation. No appearance was made by defendant Geraldine White or defendant Craig
White. Prior to commencing the hearing, and after the appointed time therefore, I thrice called
the names of the defendants in the halls of the Beaufort County Courthouse without response.

Pursuant to Rule 55(b) of the South Carolina Rules of Civil Procedure and upon the
plaintiff’s Motion for Default Order, the court finds that:

L On April 16, 2018, Plaintiffs brought this action against defendants Geraldine
White and Craig White alleging gross negligence on the part of the defendants resulting in the
sinking of the White's' boat at the plaintiff's commercial dock facility. The Complaint seeks

actual damages, punitive damages, and pre-judgment interest.

1 According to the pleadings, the 35" boat is owned by Geraldine White and the Captain and
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2 According to the well pled allegations of the Complaint, Craig White, the captain
and manager of the boat, contacted plaintiff’s President, Barbara Hudson, prior to Hurricane
Matthew and requested permission to bring the boat to plaintiff’s commercial dock. Hudson
unequivocally denied the request. Nevertheless, and while plaintiff’s representatives were away
from Hilton Head Island during the mandatory evacuation, Craig White brought the boat to the
dock where it sank during the storm. Thereafter, and continuing through today, the owner and
manager of the boat have failed and refused to mark or remove the wreck as required by law, and
have been grossly negligent in their failures. As a consequence, plaintiff has been denied the use
of the commercial dock and has lost earnings and incurred other damages.

3. Plaintiff served Geraldine White personally by delivery of the Summons and
Complaint to her at 141 Lamotte Dr. Hilton Head Island, SC on April 16, 2018. Defendant Craig
White was personally served by the Beaufort County Sheriff’s Office at 132 Squire Pope Road,
Hilton Head Island, SC on April 24, 2018. Affidavits of Service for each defendant are part of
the court’s file on this matter.

4. No answer was filed nor was any appearance made by counsel of behalf of either
defendant, and both Geraldine White and Craig White are in default.

5, On May 30, 2018, the Plaintiff filed Affidavits of Default as well as a Motion
for Default Judgment. The Affidavits and Motion were served on the defendants on June 14,
2018 as further appears from the Certificate of Service which is in the Court’s file. No response
was made by or on behalf of the defendants.

6. The court scheduled a hearing for August 21, 2018 as evidenced by the Notice of
Hearing sent to the defendants on July 27, 2018, which notice is a part of the Court’s file.

3 On August 21, 2018, a hearing was held before me for the purpose of taking





testimony on the damages. Appearing at the hearing were John R.C. Bowen, Esquire, counsel for
the plaintiff, as well as the plaintiff’s president, Barbara Hudson. No appearance was made by
the defendants or any counsel on their behalf.

8. Ms. Hudson testified that she is the president of the plaintiff corporation, and
that she has been actively involved in its operation and management since approximately 1973.
She further testified that she had denied defendants’ request to place their thirty-five foot (35")
boat at her dock, and that while she was away from Hilton Head during the mandatory
evacuation for Hurricane Matthew, Mr. White brought the boat to plaintift’s dock, and tied it to
the dock where it sank. She then testified that she had contacted Geraldine White and Craig
White on numerous occasions thereafter to demand that the boat be removed, however they had
made no effort to remove the wreck which was blocking her commercial dock and rendering it
inaccessible to other vessels.

9 Ms. Hudson introduced an estimate to remove the defendants’ boat from
ShoreShapers, Inc. of Charleston, SC in the amount of $25,000.00, and this exhibit was admitted
into evidence.? She further testified that the company had incurred total damages of $146,880.00

as a result of the defendants’ gross negligence, and delineated as follows:

A. Lost earnings from dockage charges - $1 2,880.00
B. Lost Revenue on shrimp sales - $104,000.00°
C. Cost of wreck removal - $30,000.00

2 This estimate was based on the removal of two boats; however Hudson testified that if only
the White boat was removed, the cost would be $30,000.00.

3 She testified that this figure was derived from the average catch of 1,000 Ibs per week
delivered to her dock by the average shrimp boat. Since her dock has been unavailable as of this date for
52 weeks of the 2016, 2017, and 2018 seasons, 52,000 Ibs. of product had to be purchased elsewhere at
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NOW, THEREFORE, upon motion of the plaintiffs and consideration of the pleadings,
the Court’s file, evidence, and testimony of the plaintiff’s representative,
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED THAT:

1. Plaintiff is entitled to an award of: (1) actual damages in the amount of
$146,880.00; (2) pre-judgment interest on the cost of wreck removal from October 8, 2016
through the date hereof in the amount of $4,843.27%; and, (3) Punitive damages of $50,000.00 for
defendants’ willfulness and gross negligence for a total judgment of $201,723.27.

2, The Plaintiffs shall have judgment against and recover from defendants Geraldine
White and Craig White jointly and severally the sum of $201,723.27 plus interest at the legal rate

from the date hereof until the judgment is paid.

AND IT IS SO ORDERED.
