Dear Ms. Dockery:

Please update me on the status of the drop affidavit that was sent to you on July 19, 2012. You have
previously indicated to me that you wish to drop your direct appeal. If you are having “second-thoughts”
about dropping your direct appeal, please contact me immediately. However, if you still want to drop your
direct appeal, then please send me your signed and notarized drop affidavit.

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE: I am giving you fifteen (15) days to respond to this letter before I notify the
South Carolina Court of Appeals to take your case out of abeyance and I will file your direct appeal. If you
do not wish for me to file your direct appeal, then you must notify me within 15 from the date of this letter.

As I have previously explained to you, it is imperative that you weigh the advantages and
disadvantages of waiving your right to a direct appeal, which [ have explained to you in our phone
conversation. Again, this is an important decision, and it is ultimately your decision to make. However, if
you do not fully understand the risks and benefits as I have previously explained them to you, do not sign the
affidavit and contact me immediately.

[ have enclosed another “drop” affidavit in the event that your original copies have become lost or
destroyed. Again, once your drop affidavit is filed, your direct appeal will dismissed and your right to
pursue any direct appeal issues will be waived. Therefore, if you still wish to drop your appeal, please sign
and notarize this affidavit before returning it to our office. I[f you are unable to get the affidavit
notarized, please come by my office.
