ORDER OF DISMISSAL

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This matter is before the South Carolina Administrative Law Court (ALC or Court)
pursuant to the Notice of Appeal filed by Appellant (Inmate) above named, who is incarcerated
with the South Carolina Department of Corrections (SCDC).

Inmate appeals the decision of SCDC, in which his Step Two Grievance, Grievance No.
PCI 1802-12, was denied. The response to the Step Two Grievance stated “Grievance PCI-1594-
12 was unprocessed appropriately because vou listed more than one issue. You were given 5
days to re-file a grievance on each issue and you failed to do so. You have not provided any
evidence and none has been found that would warrant further action.”

[nmate’s Notice of Appeal fails to comply with ALC Rule 59. Specifically, Inmate failed
to provide “a brief factual basis for each expressly and specifically asserted constitutional
violation.” See ALC Rule 59(B). ALC Rule 62 provides that “[u]pon motion of any party, or on
its own motion, an Administrative Law Judge may dismiss an appeal for failure to comply with
any of the rules of procedure for appeals, including...‘failure to provide a factual basis for each
expressly and specifically asserted constitutional violation as prescribed by Rule 59(B).” ALC
Rule 62. Such is the case here.

Therefore, the order appealed from is AFFIRMED and this case is hereby DISMISSED,
WITH PREJUDICE. ‘
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
