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PER CURIAM:  We granted certiorari to review the decision of the Court of 
Appeals in Washington v. Stewart, Op. No. 2012-UP-420 (S.C. Ct. App. filed July 
11, 2012), which affirmed the circuit court's grant of summary judgment for 
Wachovia Bank on Errol Washington's claims of aiding and abetting a breach of 
fiduciary duty and negligence.  We now dismiss the writ as improvidently granted.
