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This matter came before this Court by wav of Defendant's Motion for Reconsideration.
Because the Defendant’s Motion does not raise any new issues for the Court’s consideration, the
Defendant’s Motion for Reconsideration is denied. The Court takes this opportunity to clarify 1ts
order dismissing the defendants’ counterclaims. The oral motion to amend counterclaims was
denied but the defendants may make a formal motion to amend their counterclaims. It would
have been patently unfair to the plaintiff to allow the amendment of said counterclaims without
giving the plaintiff the opportunity to see the amended counterclaims and be heard on the
motion.
