(B) When and What to File. The notice of appeal shall be filed with the clerk of the
lower court and the clerk of the appellate court within ten (10) days after the notice
of appeal is served. The notice filed with the appellate court shall be accompanied
by the following:

(i) Proof of service showing that the notice has been served on all
respondents;

(ii) A copy of the order(s) and judgment(s) to be challenged on appeal if
they have been reduced to-writing;

(iii) A filing fee as set by order of the Supreme Court;[1] this fee is not
required for criminal appeals or appeals by the State of South Carohna
or its departments or agencnes : :

(|v) If the appeal is from a guilty plea, an Alford[2] plea or a plea of nolo
contendere, a written explanation showing that there is an issue which
can be reviewed on appeal. This explanation should identify the
issue(s) to be raised on appeal and the factual basis for the issue(s)
including how the issue(s) was raised below and the ruling of the lower
court on that issue(s). If an issue was not raised to and ruled on by the
lower court, the explanation shall include argument and citation to legal

~ authority showing how this issue can be reviewed on appeal. If the
appellant fails to make a sufficient showmg, the notice of appeal may be
dismissed,;

(v) If the notice of appeal is from a post-conviction relief case and the
lower court determined that the post-conviction relief action is barred as
successive or being untimely under the statute of limitations, the written
explanation required by Rule 243(c), SCACR; and,

_(vi) If the notice of appeal is from a habeas corpus proceeding and the
lower court determined that habeas corpus relief was improper because
the issues could have been raised in a timely application under the
Post-Conviction Relief Act (see Simpson v. State, 329 S.C. 43, 495
S.E.2d 429 (1998)), a written explanation as to why this determination
was improper. This explanation must contain sufficient facts, argument
and citation to legal authority to show that there is an arguable basis for
asserting that the determination by the lower-court was improper. If the
appellant fails to make a sufficient showing, the notice of appeal may be
dismissed.
