2016) ("A sentence will
not be overturned absent an abuse of discretion when the ruling is based on an
error of law." (quoting State v. Dawson, 402 S.C. 160, 163, 740 S.E.2d 501, 502
(2013))); State v. Gulledge, 326 S.C. 220, 229, 487 S.E.2d 590, 594 (1997) ("The
restitution hearing is part of the sentencing proceeding."); State v. Cox, 326 S.C.
440, 442, 484 S.E.2d 108, 109 (Ct. App. 1997) ("The trial [court] has broad
discretion in determining the manner, method, and amount of restitution."); S.C.
Code Ann. § 17-25-322(B) (2014) ("In determining the manner, method, or
amount of restitution to be ordered, the court may take into consideration the
following: (1) the financial resources of the defendant and the victim and the
burden that the manner or method of restitution will impose upon the victim or the
defendant; (2) the ability of the defendant to pay restitution on an installment basis
or on other conditions to be fixed by the court; (3) the anticipated rehabilitative
effect on the defendant regarding the manner of restitution or the method of
payment; (4) any burden or hardship upon the victim as a direct or indirect result
of the defendant's criminal acts; (5) the mental, physical, and financial well-being
of the victim." (emphasis added)).
