Having received the Court’s letter of yesterday, June 10, 2020, and after looking back at
my earlier sent letter of June 9, 2020, addressed to the Court, Appellant can see that the letter was
improperly phrased and no doubt left an incorrect impression.

This is an appeal from an order of the Court ruling on a motion to dismiss entered with no
evidentiary hearing. There was one non-evidentiary hearing on October 7, 2019, at which counsel
were heard on their respective positions on the motion to dismiss. When Appellant wrote and
sent my letter on June 9, 2020, it was under the assumption that no transcription of the hearing
was available. The Form 4 submitted on October 7, 2019, blank a space where the court reporter
would have otherwise been identified. (Exhibit A) Now, Appellant is questioning whether in it is
possible to have a transcript prepared and are attempted to do so. (Exhibit B)

Considering the language of Rule 207(a)(1), Appellant’s intention is of course to order
any transcript that it is possible to obtain and has made strides to do so. Appellant does apologize
for the awkward tone of the letter submitted on June 9, 2020 if it appeared dismissive. Given the
circumstances, Appellant will file a motion with the court seeking an extension in which to
obtain any transcript that may possibly be made of the October 7, 2019 hearing.
