NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED THAT:

(a) Respondent, James Ronnie Nichols, Jr., is committed to the Department of Mental

Health for his long-term control, care and treatment;

(b) Respondent, James Ronnie Nichols, Jr., is to continue to be detained at the Lexington
County Detention Center, and then transported to the secure facility of the South Carolina
Department of Mental Health. The Detention Centgr is to transport Respondent on such
scheduled date as it coordinates with the Department of Mental Health,
